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A range of composite evaluation procedures may be used for the analysis 
of the needs of people with disabilities: with this work, after summarizing 
some methodological problems found commonly within the theory of 
measurement and psychological testing, the authors present a series of 
tools that can be used by those who, from a professional point of view, are 
involved in the assessment peculiarities of people with disabilities who are 
turning to social and health services. The procedures selected could play 
an important role in planning the habilitation and rehabilitation treatments 
planning and in improving their effectiveness for the increasing integration 
and participation levels of people with disabilities.
